Objetivos y competencias

OBJETIVOS:

The aim of the course is to improve students competence in English by implementing a syllabus
comprising a systematic study of the lexical, grammatical and phonological systems of English,
together with the development of the language skills of Listening Comprehension, Speaking,
Reading Comprehension and Writing. Particular emphasis will be given to the development of
vocabulary. Translation will also be included.

COMPETENCIAS:
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Competencias especificas:

GENERAL LINGUISTIC RANGE:

- Students can select an appropriate formulation from a broad range of language to express

themselves clearly, without having to restrict what they want to say.

- Students can express themselves clearly and without much sign of having to restrict what they
want to say.

A) LEXICAL COMPETENCE:

1. VOCABULARY RANGE: Students have a good command of a broad lexical repertoire allowing
gaps to be readily overcome with circumlocutions; little obvious searching for expressions or
avoidance strategies. Good command of idiomatic expressions and colloquialisms.

2. VOCABULARY CONTROL: Occasional minor slips, but no significant vocabulary errors.

B) GRAMMATICAL COMPETENCE:

GRAMMATICAL ACCURACY: Students consistently maintain a high degree of grammatical
accuracy; errors are rare and difficult to spot.

C) PHONOLOGICAL COMPETENCE:

PHONOLOGICAL CONTROL: Students can vary intonation and place sentence stress correctly in
order to express finer shades of meaning.

D) ORTHOGRAPHIC COMPETENCE:
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ORTHOGRAPHIC CONTROL: Layout, paragraphing and punctuation are consistent and helpful.

Spelling is accurate, apart from occasional slips of the pen.

E) SOCIOLINGUISTIC COMPETENCE:

SOCIOLINGUISTIC APPROPRIATENESS:

- Students can recognise a wide range of idiomatic expressions and colloquialisms, appreciating
register shifts; they may, however, need to confirm occasional details, especially if the accent is
unfamiliar.

- Students can follow films employing a considerable degree of slang and idiomatic usage.

- Students can use language flexibly and effectively for social purposes, including emotional, allusive
and joking usage.

F) DISCOURSE COMPETENCE:

1. FLEXIBILITY:

-Students can adjust what they say and the means of expressing it to the situation and the recipient
and adopt a level of formality appropriate to the circumstances.

- Students can adjust to the changes of direction, style and emphasis normally found in
conversation.

- Students can vary formulation of what they want to say.
2. TURNTAKING:
- Students can select a suitable phrase from a readily available range of discourse functions to

preface their remarks appropriately in order to get the floor, or to gain time and keep the floor whilst
thinking.
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- Students can intervene appropriately in discussion, exploiting appropriate language to do so.

- Students can initiate, maintain and end discourse appropriately with effective turntaking.

3. THEMATIC DEVELOPMENT: Students can give elaborate descriptions and narratives, integrating
sub-themes, developing particular points and rounding off with an appropriate conclusion.

4. COHERENCE AND COHESION:

- Students can produce clear, smoothly flowing, well-structured speech, showing controlled use of
organisational patterns, connectors and cohesive devices.

- Students can use a variety of linking words efficiently to mark clearly the relationships between
ideas.

G) FUNCTIONAL COMPETENCE:

1. SPOKEN FLUENCY: Students can express themselves fluently and spontaneously, almost
effortlessly. Only a conceptually difficult subject can hinder a natural, smooth flow of language.

2. PROPOSITIONAL PRECISION: Students can qualify opinions and statements precisely in
relation to degrees of, for example, certainty/uncertainty, belief/doubt, likelihood, etc.

"Lengua Inglesa II" is a general course of English at Advanced (C1) level.

General Skills in English: Listening, Reading, Speaking, Writing.
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English Grammar: Tenses; modal verbs; auxiliary verbs; gerunds & infinitives; passive structures;
causatives; reported speech; subjunctives; clauses (relative, purpose & reason, concessive,
participle, etc.); negation; questions; word order; articles; nouns (countable / uncountable,
compound); noun phrases; possessives; pronouns; determiners; adjectives (gradable / ungradable,
position); prepositions; introductory ‘there' and 'it'; emphasis; inversion; cohesion; features of
discourse.

English Vocabulary: Idioms; phrasal verbs; collocations; prefixes; suffixes; register; synonyms;
neologisms; metaphor; similes; onomatopoeia; connotation.

Language Functions in English: Asking for personal information; discussing opinions; describing a
situation; offering advice; agreeing and disagreeing; personal introductions; structuring information;
reporting orders; requesting advice; speculating; making and illustrating a point; hesitation;
identifying topic, speaker, attitude and opinion in listening; making generalisations and exceptions;
interacting with other speakers; reporting decisions.

English Phonology: Stress (word, intonation, sentence, compound words); intonation (expressing
feelings, attitude); hesitation techniques.

Style and Register in English: Choosing appropriate style and vocabulary; vocabulary of persuasion;
using sentence structure for stylistic effect; formality and informality; lexical cohesion; maintaining
the right style and approach for a situation; selecting appropriate layout features.

Translation Spanish-English: At sentence level.

At the end of the course students must show they have reached an Advanced level (CEFR C1) in
the general skills (reading, listening, writing and speaking).

Attendance and participation in class:
Attendance at class is obligatory (80% minimum). Certain exceptions (e.g. native speakers, illness,

etc.) will be considered, subject to approval by the Department. Students are required to do
homework on a regular basis and they are expected to contribute to class discussion.

There will be a final written examination.

At the end of the course students must show they have reached an Advanced level (CEFR C1) in
the general skills (reading, listening, writing and speaking).

Attendance is highly recommended. Students are required to do homework on a regular basis and
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they are expected to contribute to class discussion.

There will be a final written examination. It will comprise the following sections:

- Listening Comprehension & Dictation (30%. Pass mark: 15)

- Use of English, Reading Comprehension and Translation (70%. Pass mark: 35)

- Set reading (Pass/Fail)

A pass mark in all three sections is obligatory in order to pass the course. Students who pass the set

reading but fail any of the other sections will not have to sit for the set reading in the September
examination.

It is obligatory to pass this course before proceeding to "Inglés Instrumental II" and "Principios del
aprendizaje del ingles".

PLAN DE CONTINGENCIA PARA EL CURSO 2020/21

En caso de un escenario A, se realizaran las siguientes modificaciones:

- Las actividades del aula seran principalmente de caracter tedrico-practico y se complementaran

con ejercicios online a través de Ensefianza Virtual: lecturas, audiovisuales, etc.

Para un escenario B, se proponen las siguientes adaptaciones:

- Se llevardn a cabo actividades a través de Ensefianza Virtual y Blackboard Collaborate: lecturas,

audiovisuales, actividades orales, discusiones en foros, etc.

- Algunas de estas actividades formaran parte de la evaluacion continua, por lo que se tendran en
cuenta para la nota final junto con el examen escrito.

- Los examenes se realizaran online por medio de la plataforma Blackboard Collaborate o por otros
medios si fuera necesario. También se podra grabar a los alumnos mientras realicen las pruebas y
solicitarles su identificacién. En su momento se daran las instrucciones oportunas.

- La prueba de "Dictation" se suprimirdy el porcentaje de dicha seccion (15%) se dividira entre el
resto de las secciones, quedando la evaluacién de la siguiente forma:

*Listening Comprehension (15%. Pass mark: 7.5).

*Use of English, Reading Comprehension and Translation (85%. Pass mark: 42.5).
